Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

This year, the first week in April is Holy Week.  Over the course of 

just eight days, we go from the jubilation of Jesus triumphantly entering 

Jerusalem as the crowd shouts, “Hosanna to the son of David,” to his     

appearance before Pilate amid shouts of, “Crucify him,” to his victorious 

resurrection, reported by Mary Magdalene to the disciples, “I have seen 

the Lord!”  Unlike the rest of the church year’s liturgical arrangement, 

which compresses 3 years of Jesus’ ministry into twenty -some weeks of 

the Pentecost season, the events of Holy Week happened in one week.  

And our ‘celebration’ of these events occur on the day of the week on 

which they actually took place. 

The intensity of our worship this week is palpable, precisely because 

we are reliving the events in ‘real time.’  Even though we know that 

Easter Sunday will arrive, we experience the mournful nature of Maundy 

Thursday and the grief of Good Friday, remembering that Jesus suffered 

all this for only one reason – he loves us.  He endured this week of suffering and death in order that every one 

of us may be certain of God’s forgiveness for every one of our sins.  

There is much to do in the weeks and months ahead, as we prepare for my retirement and the call process.  

However, I pray that we will (and I believe there is sufficient time for us to) set all of that important business 

aside for one week, to allow us to truly celebrate God’s love, His forgiveness, and His promise of our own res-

urrection to eternal life
