Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

December might be thought of as a month of both anticipation and     

celebration.  We anticipate Christmas – and celebrate of the birth of Jesus.  We 

anticipate a new year – and celebrate its arrival with a grand party that typically 

ends when the new year begins.  Our lives may often seem like an endless      

sequence of anticipation and, if we are fortunate, celebration.   

Of course, if the anticipation is directed toward something that is not a 

celebration, the emotion is not joyful, but painful.  When personal, painful       

anticipation overlaps corporate, joyful anticipation, we often experience such a 

conflict of emotions that we become distressed and lose perspective.  Our world 

seems disoriented, and we can feel disconnected from reality. 

It is at times such as these that our faith can reorient and reconnect us.  

Allow me to illustrate: 

a. When a foreboding illness is on the horizon, we can take comfort in 

the healing power of Jesus.  That healing may come in short order 

through surgery or medicine.  It may come after a long battle as     

different procedures or medications are tried.  And yes, the physical 

healing may not come until we receive our new and perfect bodies in 

the resurrection.  In any of these cases, even in the anticipation of near

-term pain and suffering, we can anticipate the healing to come. 

b. Death is a certainty for all of us (unless Jesus returns in our lifetime).        

Regardless of that certainty, when that day seems imminent for ourselves or a loved one, our anticipation is 

anything but joyful.  Such anticipation is often filled with physical pain and emotional stress.  Nevertheless, 

even in these times, Christians anticipate the joy of eternal life in heaven.  To the Christian this is not a mi-

nor, silver lining in a dark cloud; it is the glorious sunrise which, for a moment, has a small dark cloud of suf-

fering. 

c. The absence of a loved one from our long-standing holiday traditions is a painful experience, intensified as 

we see others enjoying such gatherings.  Yet, even in our loneliness we can find comfort in their and our 

presence at the Lord’s table.  The Proper Preface, spoken just before the Sanctus in our communion liturgy 

concludes, “Therefore with angels and archangels and all the company of heaven …”  These words assure us 

that, at this moment, our voices are joined with the voices of our loved ones who have died in the faith, in 

worship and praise of the Savior whose resurrection and ascension assure us that one day we will be reunited, 

not only in voice, but in our physical, resurrected bodies.  Our Christmas Day worship offers that spiritual 

reunion, a foreshadowing the physical reunion to come. 

These are just 3 examples of how our faith gives us a different perspective than our human experience would 

indicate.  Allowing our faith to reorient us away from our pain and to our Savior enables us to joyfully anticipate 

Christ’s coming, even in the face of anxiety and uncertainty.  Our faith encourages us to reconnect with our fellow 

Christians in celebration of the gifts of forgiveness and eternal life his birth promises.   

May your faith in your Savior make this season of anticipation and celebration a joyful time for you.
