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new projects and ministries.

¢ Financially we are in better shape than at any time in the 17 years I’ve been here. From our annual
budgetary needs to designated funds for various purposes; from a reserve fund to cover expiring use-
fulness of building components to making extra payments on our mortgage, our finances reflect a
strong commitment to Holy Lamb’s ministry.

e The mood at Holy Lamb is wonderful. We frequently hear comments about expanding our building,
exploring new ways of reaching people, and serving.

All of this points to a healthy church, ready to tackle new challenges and opportunities. I look forward to
seeing how the Lord leads us to respond to these, using the variety of resources and energy he has showered
on us.

One of the resources at our disposal is our Southeastern District office in Springfield, VA. We are a large
district, extending from one county in Pennsylvania, south through South Carolina. While this can give the
impression that we are too remote from the office to be of interest or to expect assistance, this is not true. In
fact, our newly elected District President, Rev. Bill Harmon, is visiting Myrtle Beach on January 21*. He will
be at Risen Christ for a ‘town hall’ type gathering at 3:00. All members of LCMS churches are invited to
attend.

This is a great opportunity to get to know our DP personally, learn of the structure and services of the
district, and ask questions. In the months ahead, as we explore new directions, knowing how the district can
assist us will make our journey far easier. I hope many of you will join me there for this very rare opportunity.

We will not have a Sunday morning Bible study on New Year’s Day. We will resume on January 8 with a
unique study of the person of John, ‘the disciple whom Jesus loved.” This came about as we looked at the
Festival of John and realized that his writings — the Gospel, his 3 letters, and the book of Revelation — present
an interesting study that reveals a progression of thought from the theology of the pure Gospel to the chal-
lenges of the early church to the hope we all share as revealed in Revelation.

This will be a short, fast moving study of a few weeks as we watch John move from the theology of the Gos-
pel to the challenges of proclaiming that Gospel to the future promised in that Gospel.

Tuesday Morning Bible Study 9:00 AM
On January 3, we began a study of Isaiah — the Old Testament book that frequently promised the Mes-
siah. While Isaiah has 66 chapters, we will limit our study to those chapters which have the more com-
monly known passages of promise and see what they meant in Israel’s time and how they have been
fulfilled in the person and work of Jesus.

This will be a wonderful, traditional look at the familiar passages we hear in Advent and Lent, as we dig into
their relevance for us, today.

The week of January 2, we begin a 5 week study on The Life of Jesus, focusing our reading on three
of the four Gospels: Matthew, Mark, and Luke. Collectively known as the Synoptic Gospels, these
three books of the Bible were written by three different people, from three unique perspectives, to
record the life of Jesus on earth. We’ll read about the different movements of Jesus‘s life and minis-
try, learning not just from what He taught, but how He lived. We’ll see how Jesus ~ —fully God and
fully human—Iived, how He responded to the people around Him, and how He interacted with God
the Father. Together, we will look at Scripture to learn about Jesus and from Jesus, inviting His life to
shape our own.
