Matthew 2:1-2, we read: “Now after Jesus was born in Bethlehem | LWML.........ccoooovvvvvevennn.. 7
of Judea in the days of Herod the king, behold, wise men from the

east came to Jerusalem, saying, ‘Where is He who has been born King of the Jews? For we
saw His star when it rose and have come to worship Him.”” These wise men represent the
nations coming to Christ, showing us that the light of Jesus is not confined to one people or
place but is for all.

As we consider the story of the Magi, we see a model of faith and new beginnings. They
followed God’s star into the unknown, trusting that it would lead them to the King. Likewise,
we are called to follow God’s guidance in our lives, even when the future feels uncertain. Each
new year brings with it the opportunity to trust God’s promises anew and to let His light guide
our paths.

Isaiah 60:1 beautifully declares: “Arise, shine, for your light has come, and the glory of the
Lord has risen upon you.” This verse reminds us that, as followers of Christ, we are called to
reflect His light into the world. Epiphany isn’t just about remembering the past—it’s a call to
action in the present. Just as the star led the Magi to Jesus, we are invited to lead others to Him
through acts of love, kindness, and service.

This January, let’s embrace the opportunities before us to grow in faith, to share the light of
